AWARD CRITERIA:
A scholarship of $1,000 is offered to an outstanding graduate student in the Faculty of Education whose research is focused on children’s rights and/or Canadian Indigenous education in the field of Early Childhood Education.  This award is to honour the legacy of Janusz Korczak’s life and work.  A Polish-Jewish pioneer of child advocacy, Korczak was one of the great humanitarians of the 20th century who devoted his life to establishing and defining the rights of the child.  Korczak’s ideas were adopted by the United Nations in the Convention on the Rights of the Child in 1959.  This award is made upon the recommendation of the Faculty of Education in consultation with the Faculty of Graduate and Postdoctoral Studies.
Also, past awardees were successful due to: 1) a strong student statement; 2) CV; 3) high GPA.

ELIGIBILITY

1. To be eligible for the scholarships, applicants must be enrolled in the Faculty of Education at UBCV.

2. Students must be full-time graduate students. Magistral students on the part-time fee payment schedule (Schedule B) are not eligible to apply. 

3. Students must have been officially registered in the 2019 Winter Terms 1 & 2 in the Faculty of Education (FoE) at UBCV.  Students who are On Leave or On Financial Hold are not eligible to apply.
4. To be eligible to apply for the graduate scholarship listed above, graduate students must also:
-Not be expecting to graduate in November 2019
-Be  registered in the 2019 Winter Term 1 & 2
